Design and engineering workshop 
Year 10 computer science students had the privilege 
of attending a design and engineering workshop that 
took place at the London Design & Engineering UTC, 
based at the Docklands campus, UEL. 
The students had the opportunity to learn about    

simple coding, virtual     
reality technology creating 
a 3D model,  how to make 
humanoid robots, and the 
latest IT robotic Lego kits. They were exposed to the    
actual reality of this career field and guided by the UTCôs 
KS5 students. The boys were really engrossed in the 
workshops and some expressed an interest in this 
field.  We thank the Newham careers team for linking us 

with the UTC as an option for KS5. 

Traineeship & Apprenticeships Workshop 
A selection of year 10 students attended the traineeship and apprenticeship        
workshop held at the London skills for growth centre in Stratford. They were          
informed about apprenticeships opportunities, including the vocational areas of   

Business Administration, ICT, Customer Service, Child 
Care, Sales, and various other careers. They were 
made aware of the  entry requirements for traineeships 
and apprenticeships. The session enabled the          
students  to speak with  Apprenticeship Ambassadors 
and current learners about their experiences as        
Apprentices. The session was very informative and 
allowed the boys to find out about the alternatives to 
university. 

Careers in the Creative Industry Workshop 
On Wednesday 21st March, 25 technology students were selected to participate in a 
careers in the creative industry workshop. The event took place at UEL, Docklands 
campus. The boys were split into 2 groups and experienced a workshop on game 
design and animation. The animation workshop included learning about the basics of 
animation and creating an animation. This workshop was the most popular as the  
boys were able to watch their hard work on screen. All contributions will be edited 
and sent to parents. The second workshop was to create a board game in teams. 
This involved deciding on an objective that fits with 
the title of the game,  add conflict and rules and then 
to present their games to the whole group. The boys 
were advised that they should update their 
knowledge of the gaming industry if they intend to 
pursue a pathway in gaming. The day was informa-
tive and fun, all the boys expressed an interest in 
animation and gaming and many said they would 
look into going to university to pursue this interest
